YEAR 1

Thisweekin EYFS we have enjoyed the story 'What the Ladybird Heard' by Julia Donaldson and Lydia
Monks. Aftersharingthe story, the children drew maps of the farm to directthe animals to trick the
thievestryingto steal the fine prize cow. Followingonfromourvisitto a real farm last week, we
then planned aroute around the farm we had seen, labelling the various buildings. We thenlooked
at some real maps and discussed how maps only show permanentfeatures, not objects which move.
The children were then able toidentify what would and would not be represented on a map.

During continuous provision, some children built their own farms using different objects. They had
to ensure the buildings were bigenough tofit atoy farmanimal inside, altering the size if not.
